As I sit here at my computer, I’m�
listening to chants written by the�
Taiz�é� community.  Most of us have�
heard some of these chants at one�
time or another.  They combine�
older languages and contemporary�
translations.

They make it easy to share in�
worship.  The chants are repetitive,�
so we can sink in and pray while�
singing.  They are not about artistry�
or individual performance; they are�
about praying as a community.�

The Taiz�é� community was founded�
in 1940 in France.  It currently has�
approximately 100 brothers, both�
Catholic and Protestant.  Just think�
about that; a religious community�
that crosses walls hundreds of years�
old.  Every year, thousands of�
people, mostly young, come to Taize�
from all over the world.  They come�
because they want to be in the�
presence of the Holy One, and to�
find meaning and purpose.  They�
want to know how God is calling�

It’s true that many a Sunday,�
something else is happening after�
worship and adult study does not�
take place.

(really a� moshav—�a collective�
agricultural community), where I�
lived and worked in Western�
Galilee, Israel from 1998-2000.�
Called Nes Ammim—“A sign to�
the nation,” from Isaiah), this�

In the midst of “secular Europe,”�
Taiz�é� is a beacon for young people.�
People come and take their turn with�
the chores of the community.  They�
share in Bible study and discussion.�
They are welcome as well to take�
silent time.  It’s nothing radical.  It�
isn’t trendy.  It is grounded in�
tradition while always open to new�
forms of expression.  That is the�
secret of Taiz�é�.�

It’s hard to sort out what is basic,�
what is core, and what is just�
overlaid habit.  What makes us who�
we are?  What is essential, and what�
is dispensable?  The Taiz�é�
community has managed to translate�
an ancient tradition in ways that�
speak to new generations.�

As we journey together, you might�
want to chant some Taiz�é� chants.  I�
don’t mean just during worship.  I�
mean that we should keep Taiz�é�
close to our hearts.  We, too, are a�
community crossing old boundaries�
between denominations.  We are a�
community wrestling with what is�
core and what is not.  We are a�
community seeking to reach out to�
a new generation without�
abandoning our history.  We could�
use some Taiz�é�.�

One of my favorite Taiz�é� chants is�
“Veni, Sancte Spiritus.”  That is�
Latin for “Come, Holy Spirit,” one�
of the oldest prayers and hymns in�
the Church.  The Taiz�é� version is�
very simple, two notes.  A soloist�
can sing above the chant, but the�
two notes alone are beautiful.  In�
this Pentecost season, I invite you�

to learn and chant “Veni, Sancte�
Spiritus” every day.  Come, Holy�
Spirit, into out hearts and our world.�
Renew us, comfort us, strengthen us,�
guide us.  Lead us to your peace and�
joy.  Amen.�

When you receive your�
first letter from your child, you�
might consider sharing it with others�
in Shared Visions, along with a�
picture of your child. On a Sunday�
in the near future, we will all gather�
to share our pictures and stories, but�
sharing some along the way with�
others can help us keep abreast of�
the region of Mozambique that we�
are supporting and to know on a�
regular basis how our support is�
bettering the lives of our children�
and their families.�

In the last issue, I mentioned�
Celumusa, my teenager in�
Swaziland. A gift of money that I�
sent them is helping them to be self-�
sufficient and helping them meet�

their daily needs for living. The�
picture you are viewing is of�
Celumusa the cow the family�
decided to buy with my money gift.�
They now have milk for themselves�
and sell milk to others. They grow�
maize for their own food, and the�

cow helps this too by plowing. This�
picture is worth a thousand words.�
See Celumusa’s new shoes, too, the�
ones on his feet and the ones in his�
hands. He is growing into a�
wonderful young man.�

Our World Vision contact, Millie,�
has returned from our region of�
Mozambique, with pictures and a�
story to tell us about our community�
and its needs. She also took gifts�
and pictures from us to them. Stay�

Every year around Valentine’s Day,�
members of  the Cresskill  Woman’s�
Club collect and decorate coffee�
cans and fill them with cookies and�
candies.  Spearheaded by Our�
Saviour’s Eileen Farrell, the treats�
are distributed to  disadvantaged�
women who visit the Women’s�
Center looking for job training, a�
safe, affordable housing situation,�
peer counseling or to find solutions�
for a myriad of other barriers�
preventing them from achieving�
economic equity in our community.�
This little gesture gets big smiles�
and genuine gratitude --  A gift from�
people who don’t know them or�
their problems.�

Every so often, St. Luke’s Jim Wilke�
hands me a bunch greeting cards he�
receives in the mail from�
organizations soliciting donations.�

It’s an easy thing to do but to people�
who count pennies to put food on the�
table not having to spend money on�
a birthday card helps them stay�
within their already tight budget.�

The Center participates in a fair for�
the homeless every year.  We collect�
toiletries, tooth brushes & paste,�
deodorant, soap, shampoo, combs,�
dental floss, shaving cream, nail�
clippers, razors, - all new – all small�
or sample sizes.�

In the early part of August we will be�
assembling school supplies for the�
children of our low income clients.�
The list includes but not limited to�
crayons, Crayola markers, pencils,�
pencil boxes, simple calculators,�
scientific calculators, wide ruled�
loose leaf paper, 1-2 inch binders, 3�

subject spiral notebooks,  plastic�
page protectors, pocket portfolios,�
composition books, assignment�
pads, erasers, pencil sharpeners,�
back packs appropriate for�
kindergarten to high school seniors.�

I read a study done recently where�
subjects were each given $5.00 and�
told to either spend it or give it away.�
Those who chose to keep the cash�
reported feeling no differently than�
before they were given the money.�
Those who gave it away�
overwhelmingly reported feeling�
happier.�

SIMPLE WAYS TO BENEFIT THE WOMEN’S CENTER, Englewood, NJ�
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All went very well and I was able to�
meet two children that are being�
sponsored from your church.  I'll be�
sending you pictures as soon as I�
download them to my computer.�

I met�Angela Sentinela� who is�
sponnsored by�Corrine Kassis�.�
This child was so precious as she is�
around 12 years old.  She was on her�
way to church and had a small�
bible.She goes to a Seventh Day�
Adventist Church and as it was�
Saturday she was on her way to�
church when we went to visit her.�
She is in her church children's�
choir.She sang us a Christian song.�
The child monitor who translated�
said that she is a very successful�
student who studies hard.  He was�
excited to see her so dedicated to her�
studies as many of the girls her age�
are not that interested and many�
become mothers around the age of�
14.  Married or not in some cases.�
We saw many young mothers on�
our trip.�

When I asked Angela how we can�
pray for her she answered that we�
can pray for a bike. She has to walk�
many miles a day to and from�
school and it takes a very long time.�
I was concerned about her safety�
and protection as she is becoming a�
young lady.. so after asking World�
Vision the pros and cons about�
giving her a bike they replied there�
are only pros-a bike would help her�
get to school and not be so tired as�
well as be the only transportation�
her family will have.No one will�
take it as crime is taken care of very�
seriously. A bike would be a big�
blessing to her and her family and�

also be an encouragement to her to�
stay in school and church.  They said�
her school was miles away...�

Anyway, I was given money by�
some friends to use as needed and to�
help children or families and was�
able to leave enough to provide a�
bike for her.  So, I want to make sure�
The Kassis family is aware of this in�
case they receive a letter mentioning�
the bike.  Angela will not know who�
gave her the bike just that someone�
from US gave it to her. I also gave�
her some clothes and a bracelet and�
necklace and a few other things. She�
wrote a letter for me to give to her�
sponsor.�

The other child I met was�Telma�
Agostinho�.  She is sponsored by�
Christine Emerizy�.  I'm so glad I�
was able to meet this child as she is�
an orphan living with an aunt. She�
looked very sad and I can tell has had�
a tough life with sadness. She didn't�
have the smiles and hope I saw in�
other children like with Angela. I�
read the letter that Christine wrote�
and gave her the gifts from her.  I�
also gave her some clothes I brought�
to pass out and a small girls purse�
with small toys. I left money with the�
staff to buy her shoes (she didn't�
have any on and may not have any)�
and some clothes and food for her�
and her aunt and family.  I wanted to�
make sure the aunt knew this was a�
special child and thanked her for�
raising her and taking care of her.�

I know that God picked out this child�
in advance for me to visit. I left all�
the other gifts behind to give to the�
children and put some baseball hats�

and soaps and stuff in some of the�
envelopes that had room. It was a�
blessing to share a little with these�
precious children.�

It is our hope to get malaria nets�
for all the children in this area.�
Please pray as malaria kills more�
children and adults than HIV-�
AIDS in this area.  We have�
programs for malaria support but�
the needs are great and we are just�
starting to raise the funds.�

I would appreciate you sharing�
these stories with your�
congregation.  We are making a�
difference... one child at a time.�
Thank you for your prayers and for�
being a voice for these precious�
children.  One by one we will get�
them help.�

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[Episcopal News Service] Some of the�
world-famous murals that adorned the�
walls of the Episcopal Diocese of�
Haiti's Holy Trinity cathedral prior to�
the Jan. 12 earthquake, and gave�
Haitians of all faiths a vision of their�
place in the stories of the Bible, could�
be preserved and possibly even�
restored.�
That's the assessment of a team of art�
experts who have surveyed artworks�
and other cultural artifacts that were�
damaged in the magnitiude-7 quake.�
However, they said, decisions about the�
murals' fate need to be made soon.�

"The murals are running out of time,"�
said Corine Wegener, a curator at the�
Minneapolis Institute of Arts and�
president of the U.S. Committee of the�
Blue Shield, which is dedicated to the�
protection of cultural property�
worldwide during armed conflict. A�
retired Army officer, she was posted to�
Iraq just after the looting of the Iraqi�
National Museum.�

"They're really, really at risk and there�
are going to have to be some decisions�
in order for us to move forward,"�
Wegner said of the murals. "What�
nobody wants to have happen is that�
while we are making these decisions, a�
small aftershock [occurs] and they're�
gone."�

Richard Kurin, Smithsonian Institution�
undersecretary for history, art and�
culture, echoed those concerns. "If we�
leave them in their current state, they�
will indeed suffer increasingly more�
damage," he said. "They are not going�
to last for a very long time."�
Episcopal Diocese of Haiti Bishop�
Jean Zaché told ENS by phone from�
Haiti May 27 that "it is so important�
that we keep them and preserve them,�
so even though we will rebuild the�
cathedral where it was" the question is,�
indeed, how to protect the remaining�
murals in the meantime. Duracin said�
he envisions the survivors being�
incorporated into a new cathedral.�

"When we have the design of the plan�
of the [new] cathedral, we will protect�
them," Duracin said. Meanwhile, he�
said, he believes the murals can stay in�
place due to work that has already�
occurred to begin to stabilize them.�

Duracin hopes to convene a meeting in�
Port-au-Prince soon to discuss�
rebuilding plans with representatives�
of the many groups that cherish the�
cathedral and are eager to help in its�
rebuilding. One of those�
representatives is Convocation of�
Episcopal Churches in Europe Bishop�
Pierre Whalon, whom Duracin asked�
earlier this year to help guide those�

efforts. Duracin said that an�
architectural firm is already helping the�
diocese in the planning process.�

"It is the will of Haitian people to�
rebuild the cathedral because the�
cathedral has been for us our mother�
church here in Haiti," he said.�

The cathedral is still operating on the�
site, albeit without walls in what�
Duracin calls the "open-air cathedral."�
It consists of plastic sheeting stretched�
over a frame of two-by-fours that�
shelters some pews rescued from the�
cathedral ruins.�

The diocese will celebrate Trinity�
Sunday at the site on May 30 and take�
up its second diocesan-wide offering�
for the rebuilding effort.�

"That will be our second symbolic but�
very important effort to rebuild the�
cathedral," he said.�

The first offering, collected during the�
diocese's April 6-8 synod meeting,�
netted $6,000.�

Kurin, who returned from Haiti on�
May 25 after negotiating a cultural-�
heritage recovery plan with Haitian�
government officials, told ENS that he�
had not seen the Holy Trinity murals�
prior to the earthquake, despite having�
been in Port-au-Prince many times.�

"It was incredibly striking and sad and�
in some ways strangely uplifting to see�
those murals in their current state," he�
said. "When you see the ruins of those�
walls and the murals still standing,�
they are standing there proudly amidst�
the destruction."�
Kurin said he was also struck by what�
he called the "Haitization" of biblical�
stories portrayed in the murals. "In that�
fact, there's a respect for the people of�
Haiti in those murals … the art of those�

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murals incorporates Haitians in that�
story and that's very moving," he said.�
"Those murals represent a coming�
together of different cultural traditions�
and making them particularly and�
especially Haitian. They're unique;�
they're beautiful."�

Kurin and others hoped to include the�
murals in the Smithsonian's Haiti�
Cultural Recovery Project. The project�
will operate in a 7,500-square-foot,�
three-story air-conditioned building in�
Port-au-Prince that once housed the�
United Nations Development�
Programme, according to a�
Smithsonian news release. It will be a�
place where objects retrieved from the�
rubble can be assessed, conserved and�
stored. Haitians will be trained to take�
over the conservation effort in a few�
years.�

The effort is being conducted in�
partnership with the President's�
Committee on the Arts and the�
Humanities with assistance from three�
U.S. federal agencies: National�
Endowment for the Humanities,�
National Endowment for the Arts and�
the Institute of Museum and Library�
Services. Additional money is coming�
from the Broadway League.�

Both Kurin and Wegener said that the�
cathedral murals' importance reaches�
far beyond the diocese.�

"Of all the Haitians I've spoken to�
about some of the most at-risk and�
most-important cultural heritage,�
without exception the Holy Trinity�
murals are mentioned time and time�
again as such a critical part of Haiti's�
cultural identity and heritage,"�
Wegener said.�
"Whether you're Episcopal or not,�
everybody realizes that that was such�
an important moment in the�
development of Haitian art and that�
those have to be preserved if we can do�
it."�

Holy Trinity was established in Port-�
au-Prince on Pentecost, May 25, 1863.�
Its church building has since been�

destroyed six times, often by fire and�
once by an earthquake in the 1920s.�
The paintings, completed in 1950-51,�
portrayed biblical stories in Haitian�
motifs and were crafted by some of the�
best-known Haitian painters of the 20th�
century.�

"It has been said that Bishop [Alfred]�
Voegli had his Bible in his hand with�
the painters and he explained the Bible�
to them and asked them to how to put�
the Bible in the Haitian context,"�
Duracin told ENS. To do so meant that�
elements of Voodoo, so pervasive in�
Haitian culture, were included, and�
Voegli was severely criticized at the�
time.�

"Many people had left the church�
because they could not understand�
that," he said. It took years for people�
to realize the value of the murals, he�
added.�

Some progress has been made toward�
stabilizing the murals in the ruins,�
according to Kurin, Wegener and�
Susan Blakney, an art conservator from�
Skaneateles, New York, who trained in�
emergency conservation efforts after�
Hurricane Katrina.�

Wegener said that during her first visit�
to the site in early March, the murals�
were free-standing and exposed to the�
elements. By her return in late March,�
she said, Haitian artist and architect�
Patrick Vilaire had purchased materials�
and erected scaffolding around some of�
the murals and draped some of the�
remaining walls.�

"The murals right now are very�
fragmented. There was one mural that�
was very tightly buttoned up with a�
blue tarp. I climbed up to look at it, but�
they had closed it up so tightly that I�
couldn't even peek in," Susan Blakney�
told ENS, describing her early May�
visit to the cathedral with the�
Smithsonian team.�

"What we've got now is fragments" of�
varying sizes, Blakney said, ranging�
from the relatively intact Baptism of�

Christ and Last Supper murals to more�
roughly damaged murals to piles of�
rubble. Parts of some of the murals,�
which are painted on an approximately�
one-inch thick coating that had been�
applied over rough walls "have already�
started to delaminate or shear" from�
the walls, she said.�

However, she added, "what's there�
could be saved" and there are many�
options for that work.�

The three conservators said that the�
walls and their murals could remain in�
place, possibly with a shelter built�
around them in which on-going�
conservation and/or restoration work�
could be done. They could be�
removed, requiring a not-impossible�
but very complicated effort that would�
combine engineering with art�
conservation. They could then be taken�
offsite for additional work.�

Part of the decision, they said, depends�
on whether the diocese wants to�
restore the murals to their pre-Jan. 12�
state, preserve the murals in their�
current state as relics of the quake,�
forego any work with an eye to�
creating new murals in a new cathedral�
building or consider some combination�
of those choices.�

"We have to have those decisions from�
them before we can go forward,"�
Wegener said.�

Even at a time when Haiti is still�
struggling to house and feed�
earthquake survivors in the face of the�
oncoming hurricane season, Kurin said�
efforts such as the Smithsonian's�
project is humanitarian work.�

"Culture feeds the soul," he said.�
"Things that stir and inspire the soul�
are part of being human."�
